DRESS CODES

DRESS CODE: 1 - Casual (comfortable wear) -  appropriate blue jeans, sweat suits, polo shirts, t-shirts, tennis shoes or walking shoes. 

DRESS CODE: 2 * - Business casual wear (Business Attire) - FOR GENTLEMEN - All gentlemen required to wear a tie with oxford cotton shirt, khakis and/or dress pants.  [Pants cannot be worn without a belt.] comfortable black or brown flat shoe (no tennis shoes) (SAGGING PANTS -NOT ACCEPTABLE)
